Laidman's daughter Elizabeth in 1805, who married Thomas Brown Kipling.

The 1847 tithe map of Gilmonby shows eight fields occupied by William Kipling. A number
of the fields were owned by John Headlam of Wycliffe, Archdeacon of Richmond.
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Many of the fields can still be seen a moderrday map.
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Elizabeth is shown as owning one field, almost directly across the Greta from Howlowgill.
This is probably the land and cowhouse in Bowes Lowfield which she inherited from her
father when he died intestate and which is mentioneeas of 1824 and 1825.

Elizabeth was still at Howlowgill in 1851 with William, Francis and Margaret.
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Elizabeth died in 1853.
