By 1861, Timothy and Esther were living at Barton, with son Francis, aged 6. In the 

census Timothy described himself as a ñMason St C Mastrò. The ñSt Cò may refer to 

St Cuthbertôs church in Barton.  

 

Timothy and Esther both died in 1866. In Barton Churchyard is a memorial to them 

and to an infant son, John, who had died in 1857.  

 



 
 

 

Esther had died in Barton of ñhypertrophy of heartò and Timothy in Gilling of 

ñphthisisò, chronic lung disease and wasting, his death being registered by his brother 

George. His death may simply have been tuberculosis or it could have been caused by 

the inhalation of stone dust.

Francis (known as Frank) survived, and in the 1871 census was working on a farm at 

Moulton. In 1891, he was living with wife Jane (nee Neesome) and six children at 

Skeeby near Richmond.

There is an 

amusing, if not somewhat painful, story about him from the records of the Durham 

Miners' Association Compensation Committee Meeting held on May 1st 1916 at 

Ushaw Moor. Henry Kipling, 16, ñdriver and putterò, was on February 16th 1916 

ñlifting a tub on the way when he slipped and caught a bolt and knocked a boil off his 

buttock. He worked until the 25th and then fell off. He started again on March 14th. 

The manager says Kiplingôs condition is not the result of an accident. This case was 

adjourned to give the Lodge a chance of producing medical evidence that Kipling was 

disabled by an accident.ò
