the descendants of John Kipling, born in 1723 at Pitcherhouse farm, Baldersdale. 

 

John Kipling (1723) had sons William (1747), John (1750) and Tobias (1755). This 

note covers the descendants of John and Tobias. Those of William are covered in 

Part 1.
