An interesting lecture was given last Monday
evening at the schoolroom by the Rev. Kipling
Cox, secretary to the English Charch Temperance
Society. The lectarer stated that the loss of life
was greater by drink than war. In the Crimean
War the death.rate was 24,000 in two years, but
the death-rate by drink is 80,000 per year. We
should have had no School Boards if it were not
for driuk, as the money spent by many in drink
would educate their children. Nine out of ten
are brought into our workhouses through drink.
The Chief Justice of England, Lord Coleridge,
says that nine-tenths of our gaols would be closed
if it were not for drink, and our taxes would be
less. There would be a great improvement in
trade if the money on drink was spent in tea,
coffee, cocoa, rice, and bread. #0,000 persons die
per year from drink. He was, however, thankful
to say that during the year 1886 there has been
a great decrease in the number of drunkards.
The success of the English Church Temperance
Socicty was prayed for, and a greater decrease in
the death-rate from drunkenncss at the end of
the year of 1886, The enjoyment of the meeting
was a little marred by the throwing of a stone by
some dolt into the room; and it is to be hoped
the delinquent may be detected and punished.

The testatrix did upon the 4th of dpril, 1795. Conmibeere,
the executor, filed the information and bill; paying an account
of the personal account; that the Defendant Ward, who had
contracted for the purchase of the Guilsborough éstate, may
complete his contract; and that the purchase-money may be
applied in discharging the debts, funeral expences, and such
legacies, as are effectually charged upon the said estate, orso
much as the personal estate shall be insufficient to discharge.

This is not o case depending upon the statute of Frawds.
The terms prescribed by the power must be pursued. The
testatrix has effectually charged this estate with 300L for these
children: can they be deprived of it by an instrument -not
executed according to the power? But even if it was upon
the staiute of Frawds, this is not like Brudenell v. Boughion,
2 Atk. 268. In Hakergham v. Vincent, {ante, Vol. II, 256, 7)
the Lord Chancellor qualifies that doctrine; and restrains it
to cases, where the real estate is charged in aid of the per-

sonal, not as the primary fund. In this case the land is as
mich the primary fund as the personal estate. The testatrix
was mistaken in the fact of the death of the legatees; which
is the ground of the revocation of the legacy.

There is po difference between this and Brudenell v. Bough-
ton and the eases, that followed it: nor does the power make
any difference. It was as ®competent to her to dispose by
will, as if she was absolute proprietor. She had just the
same power to dispose by a will duly attested as the owner
of lands has by the staiwte gf Frauds. This is not given
in the shape of a charge upon the land, but operates as
such charge only by comstruction; because she has direct-
ed a sule and the produce with the personal estate to be
a general fund for payment of debts and legacies.

Reply.

It is one thing to dispose of her own estate, and another to
devest lljr the execution of a power. This is more like Masfers
v. Masters, 1 P. Will. 421, than any of the other cases.
The principle of that case is, that if the testator does not charge
his legacies generally, or such as he gives by that paper or
shall give by any other paper, but if the context shews, he
meant to charge those legacies, that he mentioned in his will
the Court will not earry it farther, or charge any other lega-
cies. This testatrix has not generally charged her legacies;
and did not mean to charge any legacies but such as she gave
by that will. Brademel! v. Boughton was thought in Habergham
v. Fincent to go full as far as the Court is warranted, The
point is reduced to this ; whether this legacy is revoked. If it
is, it is not given to Kipling; and because it is not given to
him, it i8 not revoked; for she did not mean to revoke it
unless to give it to Kipling ; and she cannot give it to him or
any one without giving it by a will attested by three witnesses.

I do not feel much difficulty upon this question, Upon the
view, I now have of the case, it is neither more nor less than
a legacy charged upon a fund to be comprised out of the sale
and produce of the real estate and the personal estate mixed.
It is not a residue. Ido not agree, that the real estate was
turned into personal at all events: bt it is real estate charged
in aid of personal. No more ought to be sold than is suffi-
cient to pay the charges upon it. 'With regard to the residue,
the disposition of which is void, as far as it respects real estate,
being for a charity, after payment of the debts and legacies,
it will go to the * heir; who will bave a right to take it as real
estate, paying the eharges (B7).

The next question is as to the substitution of Kipling in the
room of the children of Edgeomb Daniel. 1f this was a legacy
charged only upon land, nothing can be clearer, than that it
could not be altered either as to the guantwm or the person by
any will but such as would have affected land : but being upen
a mixed fund and once well charged, the testatrix may after-
wards modify or alter it, as she thinks fit. If a testator says,
he charges all the legacies given by his will upon his real
estate, and gives 204 to 4., he may by an unattested codicil
give that legacy of 20 to B.: it has been determined, that
you cannot create new legacies: but you may modify or alter
unless future legacies are charged: but you may substitute
one for another(58).

After the opinion, I have given, that this substitution may
take place, the next question is, whether this codicil is at all
events a substitution; and upon reading it with some attention
it is impossible to say, it is not a complete revocation of that
legacy. It is an absolute gift of the legacy designed for
Edgeomb Daniel's children; and the reason accompanies it
It was argued, and with some ground, that if it had rested upon
